ARTAVAZD PELESHYAN
Film director and scriptwriter

Peleshyan is an outstanding Armenian film director and scriptwriter. Born 1938, Gyumri, Armenia. Until 1963 Peleshyan
lived in Vanadzor. In 1963-67 he studied at the Department of Directing of the Moscow All-Union Institute of
Cinematography (VGIK). Even in his student years his films were distinguished with a delicate taste, unique artistic style
and fresh means of expression of cinematic language. They were awarded numerous prizes and Peleshyan found
popularity among cinematographers. In 1972 he shot the “Stellar Minute” with Lev Kulidjanov, and directed the
documentary part of “Sibiriada” by Andrei Mikhalkov-Konchalovsky. In 1988, Peleshyan published his book “My Cinema”,
where his theoretical works and scripts were included. There, the boundaries between documentaries and fictional films
are removed, both edited as a poetic entity. In 1969 Peleshyan finished his film “We”, which was awarded with an
honorary diploma at Oberhausen IFF. As an actor he participated in “We and Our Mountains” (1969). In 1996, Artavazd
Peleshyan was awarded the State Award of Republic of Armenia, St. Mesrop Mashtots and in 2006, he received
“Parajanov Thaler” at “Golden Apricot” IFF, Yerevan.

Rouben Hovsep Avanessian (Pen-name R. Ben) was born on September 17, 1916 in Tehran. Received primary
and secondary education at Haykazian and Persian schools, and the higher education at University of Tehran
in the field of architecture. Has worked at the National Iranian Oil Company all of his carrier.

R. Ben was one of the senior members of “Nor Ej” (New Page) group, one of the major exponents of Diaspora
Armenian contemporary literature. His writings (prose and verse) have been published at “Nor Ej” periodical
literary anthologies since 1936. Three separate books of his writings entitled “Take It and Devour...”, ” Trilogy...”.
“Steps Towards the Night” have been published in Yerevan. Has used “R. Ben”, “A. Vanessian” and “Aris” pen-
names.

Rouben Avanessian has been founding member and first President of the “Armenian Association of University
Graduates of Iran” (1934) as well as one of the founders and leading members of the “Armenian Association of
Architects and Engineers of Iran”. During last months of his life Rouben Avanessian founded “Foundation for
Development of Science and Technology” in Armenia and bequeathed his entire wealth (in the amount of one
million U.S. dollars) to it as an untouchable fund the proceeds of which to be dedicated “to bolster development
and strengthening of the

defense forces of Armenia”.

The National Cinema Center of Armenia NCSO, established by the order of the RA government in 2006, is a
state non-commercial organization and a successor to "Armenfilm" studio named after H. Beknazaryan / 1923/,
which operates within the structure of the Ministry of Culture of Armenia.

The decree on "Organization of the State Cinema" issued by the Armenian government on April 16 is
considered as the birth certificate of our Cinema Center which set the way to the establishment of the
Armenian cinema.

The National Cinema Center of Armenia sets state cultural policy in the film sector. The Cinema Center is a
legal entity of public law under the Ministry of Culture tasked with providing state support to national
cinematography. It encourages, preserves and develops the traditions of Armenian cinematography , focusing
upon the issues of national importance. The NCCA has a large scale of activities. It participates in international
festivals, promotes the national cinema at international film markets.
